SUMMARY OF THE RECORD

ANDREWS, Deputy Chair:


The applicant asked the Board to order the Coast Guard to pay him a selective reenlist​ment bonus (SRB) for the 6-year reenlistment contract in his record dated May 18, 2001.  He alleged that he actually signed the reenlistment contract on March 22, 2001, on the advice of his unit’s yeoman, and was promised an SRB under the provisions of ALCOAST 488/00.  However, under ALCOAST 127/01, the SRB was canceled before May 18th, so he never received it.  His military record contains an entry dated March 22, 2001, acknowledging SRB counseling, and a 6-year reenlistment contract dated May 18, 2001, which states that it entitled him to an SRB under ALCOAST 488/00.  That ALCOAST, however, was not in effect after April 30, 2001.

On November 27, 2001, the Chief Counsel of the Coast Guard recommended that the Board grant relief by revising the date of the applicant’s reenlistment contract to March 22, 2001.  He argued that the record supports the applicant’s allega​tion that he was improperly advised to sign a post-dated contract.

FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS 

Under COMDTINST 7220.33, the applicant was entitled to proper and timely counseling concerning ALCOASTs 488/00 and 127/01 and his eligibility to reenlist for an SRB.  He has proved that he was not properly counseled and that, if he had been, he would not have signed a post-dated contract and would have reenlisted before ALCOAST 488/00 expired.  Accord​ingly, relief should be granted.  

ORDER

The military record of xxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxx, USCG, shall be corrected to show that he reenlisted for 6 years on March 22, 2001, to receive an SRB under ALCOAST 488/00, instead of on May 18, 2001.  The Coast Guard shall pay him the amount due as a result of this correction.
