  FINAL DECISION
ULMER, Deputy Chairman:


The applicant, a quartermaster second class (QM2; pay grade E-5), began a four-year active duty period on June 15, 1993. She executed three extensions of this contract. They were: August 12, 1996 for 18 months, January 21, 1997 for 18 months, and April 14, 1999 for three years. She asked the Board to cancel the second and third extensions and replaced them with a six-year reenlistment so that she would be eligible for a Zone A SRB. The applicant stated that she was not properly counseled about her SRB opportunities with respect to the second and third extensions. Administrative remarks (page 7) entries show that the applicant received SRB counseling prior to the second and third extensions.  The applicant's third extension contains a promise for a Zone A SRB.  However, on the operative date of this extension, the applicant would have more than six years of active duty and would be ineligible for the Zone A SRB. 

The Chief Counsel stated that although the applicant was counseled about her SRB opportunities as evidenced by the page 7 entries, she should have been advised to reenlist for a Zone A SRB rather than extending her enlistment in 1999.  The Chief Counsel recommended, therefore, that a six-year reenlistment with a promise of a Zone A SRB be substituted for the April 14, 1999 extension. The applicant agrees with the relief recommended by the Chief Counsel. 

FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS


The Board agrees with the comments and recommendation of the Chief Counsel. In this regard, the Board notes that the Coast Guard erroneously promised the applicant a Zone A SRB in 1999 based on a three year extension that placed her beyond Zone A, rather than reenlisting her while she was eligible for a Zone A SRB.  Therefore, it is appropriate to grant the relief recommended by the Chief Counsel, which would give the applicant the Zone A SRB that she was promised in 1999.

ORDER


The application of XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX, USCG, for correction of her military record is granted.  Her record shall be corrected to show that she reenlisted for six years on April 14, 1999, and that she is eligible for a Zone A SRB with the appropriate multiple, pursuant to ALDIST 290/98.  The extension agreement the applicant signed on April 14, 1999 is null and void. The Coast Guard shall pay the applicant the amount due her as a result of this correction.
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
