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Maj. Gen. William A. Moorman is the judge advocate general of the U.S. Air Force, Headquarters U.S. Air Force, Washington, D.C. He serves as the senior uniformed Air Force attorney responsible for the furnishing of legal advice, opinions and assistance on a wide variety of subjects to the chief of staff, Air Staff, and Air Force commanders and agencies worldwide.
