SUMMARY OF THE RECORD

The applicant asked the Board to correct his record to show that he reenlisted on April 19, 2001, so that he would be eligible to receive a Zone A SRB (selective reenlistment bonus) with a multiple of 5 pursuant to ALCOAST 488/00.  The applicant alleged that he did not receive the required SRB counseling prior to his sixth active duty anniversary and therefore was not aware that he could have reenlisted on this date.  Subsequent to his sixth active duty anniversary the applicant extended his enlistment for three years for the convenience of the government, for which he received a Zone B SRB with a multiple of 2.    

On September 27, 2002, the Chief Counsel of the Coast Guard recommended that the Board grant the applicant’s request.  He admitted that there are no SRB counseling entries with respect to the applicant's sixth active duty anniversary in the applicant's military record, as required by the SRB regulation.  He recommended that the applicant receive relief.

FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS 

Under COMDTINST 7220.33, the applicant was entitled to counseling about his right to reenlist on his sixth active duty anniversary for the purpose of obtaining an SRB.  The Chief Counsel admitted and the Board finds that the Coast Guard committed an error by failing to counsel the applicant with respect to this SRB opportunity.  The applicant would have reenlisted on his sixth active duty anniversary to obtain a Zone A SRB with a multiple of 5, if he had been informed of his right to do so.

ORDER

The military record of XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX, USCG, shall be corrected to show that he reenlisted on April 19, 2001, for a period of 3, 4, 5 or 6 years, for which he received a Zone A SRB with a multiple of 5, pursuant to ALCOAST 488/00. The three-year extension of enlistment signed on April 10, 2002 is void.  The Coast Guard shall pay him the amount due as a result of this correction.
